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This course provides a process based approach to manage development project infor-
mation. While development projects are similar in some ways to other types of projects, 
they pose unique challenges for the managers and organizations that undertake them. 

This course will give students an understanding of the most common processes, tools, 
techniques, and practices that are necessary to manage development project infor-
mation. This course examines the defining characteristics of information in development 
projects, and introduces the student to a variety of information management techniques 
that can be applied to a development project. The course has a duration of three weeks. 
Each week presents the activities and exercises required to meet the learning objectives. 
Participants require an average of one hour per day to complete the assigned activi-
ties. The course is asynchronous, the instructor provides materials, lectures, tests, and as-
signments that can be accessed at any time. Students are given a timeframe during which 
they need to complete the assigned activities, participate in discussion forms, and submit 
their exercises in order to receive a grade.

Students will 
apply their understanding in case study exercises that will be reinforced with feedback 
from the instructor. Successful completion of all the course requirements will lead to the 
award of a Certificate of Completion.
